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Lesson 5: Solid, liquid or gas?

Worksheet:

Making slime
Materials
· bowl

· 1 cup of cornflour
· about ¼ cup of water (the amount of water required will vary)

· large spoon

· a couple of drops of food colouring (optional)

· 1 plastic resealable storage bag
Procedure
1. Place the cornflour in the bowl.
2. Use the spoon to stir the cornflour while you add some water, a little at a time. (It is easier to add more water than it is to take some away if you add too much.)

3. Keep adding the water, a small amount at a time, until a thick slime forms.
4. A small amount of food colouring can be added, if required.

5. If the slime is too runny add more cornflour to thicken it to the required texture.

6. When you have finished exploring the slime it can be placed into the resealable storage bag and sealed.

8. What happens to the slime when it is placed on the palm of your hand?

9. How does the slime feel when it is poked rapidly?

10. What happens when a finger is pushed slowly into the slime?
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
